1. Purpose of the Study:
As a special education case manager, this author has worked in collaboration with disability support programs for students on university and community college campuses in order to determine what the students need to learn and have in order to successfully request and receive disability support in postsecondary educational endeavors.  A binder is provided to students containing all the needed documentation that postsecondary disability support programs for students will request.  There are reservations on how prepared and successful students on her caseload will be upon completion of high school. There are specific items that are required to be done in order to comply with special education law and federal mandates, but beyond that, transition preparation, competencies, and training can vary amongst school districts, sites, and case managers.  The requirements for documentation, student advocacy, and services at the postsecondary level may vary from institution to institution. 2. Summary of the Study. Methodology (Be Specific).

This study will use a mixed methods design.  It involves collecting data from participants, analyzing the data to build themes, and interpreting that data.  The rational for utilizing a mixed methods design is it involves more than just collecting and analyzing both types of data, but an integration of both working in tandem, strengthening the overall strength of the study. 

A sequential exploratory strategy will be employed.  The first phase of this strategy utilizes qualitative data collection and analysis, followed by the second phase of quantitative data collection and analysis that builds on the results of the first qualitative phase (Creswell, 2009, p. 211).  The qualitative data will direct the variables and questions in the quantitative stage.  Using this two-phase approach allows for clear-cut implementation, analysis, and reporting.  

Each research question will be studied through qualitative and quantitative surveys to the study sample gauging the perceptions and attitudes of the sample participants regarding each question topic.  The main constructs examined are confidence, preparedness, and implementation/efficacy.  Confidence describes how the sample participant feels about each question topic.  Preparedness describes how the sample participant feels in regards to the preparation provided to him/her for each related question topic.  Implementation and efficacy describes how the sample participant feels about his/her actual implementation and effectiveness of that implementation with regard to the study topic, special education transition.

The first phase is qualitative interviews, conducted face-to-face, via phone, depending on the participant's availability.  See Appendix B for Qualitative Interview Questions.  The interview responses will be manually coded to create themes that will be used and validated in the web-based quantitative study.  
The data collected from the qualitative interviews will also analyzed using DICTION.  DICTION is a content-text analysis dictionary-based language analysis program that analyzes implied meanings of text by searching it utilizing around 40 dictionaries or word lists (Given, 2008).  It has been used to produce reports about the texts it processes to write the results in numeric files for statistical analysis (Digitext, Inc., 2014).  According to the informational website for the DICTION Software (Digitext, Inc., 2014), it utilizes a variety of English language texts using a 10,000 word structured set of texts and user-created custom dictionaries.  The dictionaries search a passage for five semantic features: activity (any language featuring movement or change), optimism (any language endorsing something or someone), certainty (any language indicating resoluteness, inflexibility, or completeness), realism (any language describing tangible, recognizable matters), and commonality (any language highlighting agreed-upon values of a group).  With the context analysis, DICTION interprets the results into numeric files for statistical analysis.  It will yield the statistical significance of what participants responded regarding the different themes arisen in the responses.  Output included in the files can be raw scores, standardized scores, word and character counts and percentages.  The results obtained will help develop the quantitative phase.

The second phase is a quantitative survey that is web-based. Case Managers will be contacted via email  to participate in the study.  The survey questions will be generated using the qualitative analysis themes generated from the manual coding of the qualitative analysis.
