
LOCATION RELEASE
This Location Release (the “Release”) is entered into as of _________ __, 20____ (the “Effective Date”) by and between _______________________ (the “Filmmaker”), and _______________________ (the “Owner,” and together with the Filmmaker, the “Parties”).
1. PERMISSION.
The Owner grants permission to the Filmmaker and its employees, agents, independent contractors, suppliers, licensees, and assigns, to enter and use the premises located at _______________________________________________________________[insert property address] (the “Location”) [on][between] _________ __, 20____ (the “Start Date”) [and _________ __, 20____ (the “End Date”)], between the hours of _________ [a.m.][p.m.] to _________ [a.m.][p.m.], for the purpose of [rehearsing, ]photographing, filming, and recording (collectively, “Filming”) a scene for _______________________ [insert project name (e.g., XYZ commercial, XYZ motion picture, XYZ TV show, etc.)] (the “Location Use”). The Owner agrees not to bring any claim, including, but not limited to, claims based on the invasion of privacy or publicity, or on defamation, against the Filmmaker in connection with the Filmmaker’s exercise of the permission to enter and use the Location and any other rights granted by this Release.
2. LOCATION USE.
The Filmmaker may use the [inside][outside][inside and outside] of the Location for the Location Use. In connection with the Location Use, the Filmmaker may do each of the following:
(a) Bring to and use on the Location equipment, personal property, props, facilities, or other materials needed for the Location Use; provided, however, that the Filmmaker must remove all equipment, personal property, props, facilities, or other materials on completion of the Location Use.

(b) Bring any necessary personnel, including security personnel, to the Location. 

(c) Move or rearrange furniture or decorative items; provided, however, that the Filmmaker shall return any such furniture or decorative item back to its original location on completion of the Location Use.

(d)  (Optional)[Use the Location exclusively [and the Owner shall not enter the Location without the prior written consent of the Filmmaker].]
(e) (Optional)[With the prior consent of the Owner,] [Use the Owner’s name or sign in the Footage, as such term is defined in Section 4(a) below, or any advertising, publicity, or promotional materials.]

3. COMPENSATION.
In exchange for the Location Use, the Filmmaker shall pay the Owner $_______________________ dollars [per day of Location Use](the “Location Fee”). The Location Fee shall be paid to the Owner [on the Start Date][________ (____) days prior to the Start Date]. (Optional)[With the prior consent of the Owner, the Filmmaker may reenter the Location to shoot any additional scenes or retakes at a rate of $_______________________ dollars per [hour][day].] The Parties agree that the Filmmaker has no obligation to actually enter and use the Location for Filming. (Optional)[Notwithstanding the foregoing, and except in the case of a Force Majeure Event, as described in Section 13, if the Filmmaker notifies the Owner that the Location Use is no longer needed, the Filmmaker shall pay the Owner $_______________________ dollars, in full satisfaction of the Filmmaker’s obligations under this Release. Such amount shall be paid within ________ (____) days after of any such notification.]
4. PARTIES’ RIGHTS.
(a) Filmmaker’s Rights.
(i) Right to Footage. All right, title, and interest in and to all Filming at or of the Location (the “Footage”) in connection with this Release shall be the sole property of the Filmmaker, and the Owner shall have no ownership or other rights in or to the Footage.
(ii) Right to Use Footage. The Filmmaker shall have the right to use and exhibit the Footage, or any part thereof, in all media, now known or unknown, in perpetuity, throughout the world.
(iii) Right to Reschedule. In the event of adverse weather conditions or other Filming constraints, the Filmmaker shall have the right to reschedule the Start Date [and/or End Date][ up to________ times(s) ]to another date acceptable to both Parties, for the same compensation and on the same terms provided in this Release.
(b) Owner’s Rights. The Owner shall have the right to remove the Filmmaker from the Location immediately if the Filmmaker fails to comply with any reasonable security or safety request made by the Owner or the Owner’s policies, or if the Owner otherwise determines in good faith that the Filmmaker is acting improperly.
5. RESPONSIBILITIES. 
(a) Of the Filmmaker. The Filmmaker agrees to do each of the following:

(i) Except for normal wear and tear and in the case of a Force Majeure Event, as defined in Section 13 below, leave the Location in the same condition it was in prior to the Filmmaker’s use.
(ii) Use reasonable care to prevent damage to the Location.
(iii) Comply with the reasonable security and safety requests or policies of the Owner.
(iv) Comply with applicable laws, codes, and ordinances, including, but not limited to, any fire and noise ordinances.

(b) Of the Owner. The Owner agrees to do each of the following:
(i) Provide all assistance and cooperation to the Filmmaker in order to enable the Location Use.

6. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES.
(a) The Parties each represent and warrant as follows:
(i) Each Party has full power, authority, and right to perform its obligations under the Release.
(ii) This Release is a legal, valid, and binding obligation of each Party, enforceable against it in accordance with its terms (except as may be limited by bankruptcy, insolvency, moratorium, or similar laws affecting creditors’ rights generally and equitable remedies).
(iii) Entering into this Release will not violate the charter or bylaws of either Party or any material contract to which that Party is also a party.
(b) The Owner hereby represents and warrants that it is the sole owner of the Location and has the full power, authority, and right to permit and grant the Location Use and that no third-party permissions are required.
(c) The Filmmaker hereby represents and warrants that it shall obtain any necessary release, permit, clearance, license, or similar permission from any third party who would otherwise be entitled to assert a claim in connection with the Filming.
7. LIABILITY; INDEMNIFICATION; INSURANCE.
(a) Liability. The Filmmaker shall be responsible for bodily injury, personal injury, death, or property damage arising out of or resulting primarily from any act or omission of the Filmmaker in connection with the Location Use.
(b) Indemnification of Owner by Filmmaker. The Filmmaker shall indemnify and hold harmless the Owner and its officers, members, managers, employees, agents, contractors, sublicensees, affiliates, subsidiaries, successors, and assigns from and against any and all damages, liabilities, costs, expenses, claims, and/or judgments, including, without limitation, reasonable attorneys’ fees and disbursements, that any of them may suffer from or incur (i) due to bodily injury, personal injury, death, or property damage that arise out of or result primarily from any act or omission of the Filmmaker in connection with the Location Use, or (ii) that arise out of the breach or failure of any of the Filmmaker’s representations and warranties made under this Release.

(c) Indemnification of Filmmaker by Owner. The Owner shall indemnify and hold harmless the Filmmaker and its officers, members, managers, employees, agents, contractors, sublicensees, affiliates, subsidiaries, successors, and assigns from and against any and all damages, liabilities, costs, expenses, claims, and/or judgments, including, without limitation, reasonable attorneys’ fees and disbursements, that any of them may suffer from or incur, and that arise out of the breach or failure of any of the Owner’s representations and warranties made under this Release.

(d) Insurance. The Filmmaker shall maintain a commercial liability insurance policy for bodily injury, personal injury, and property damage with a minimum single limit of $_______________________ dollars per occurrence to cover the Location Use and any liabilities that may occur in connection therewith. The Filmmaker shall add the Owner as an additional insured on such policy. (Optional)[A certificate of insurance shall be provided to the Owner no later than (____) days prior to the Start Date.]
8. REIMBURSEMENT.

Any accidental failure by the Filmmaker or any third party to include the Owner in the end credits shall not constitute a breach of this Release.]
10. AMENDMENTS.
No amendment, change, or modification of this Release shall be valid unless in writing and signed by both Parties.
11. ASSIGNMENT.
Each Party may not, without the written consent of the other Party, assign, subcontract, or delegate its obligations under this Release, except that the Owner may transfer the right to receive any amounts that may be payable to it for the Location Use under this Release, which transfer will be effective only after receipt by the Filmmaker of written notice of such assignment or transfer. 
12. SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS.
All references in this Release to the Parties shall be deemed to include, as applicable, a reference to their respective successors and assigns. The provisions of this Release shall be binding on and shall inure to the benefit of the successors and assigns of the Parties. 
13. FORCE MAJEURE.
A Party shall be not be considered in breach of or in default under this Release on account of, and shall not be liable to the other Party for, any delay or failure to perform its obligations hereunder by reason of fire, earthquake, flood, explosion, strike, riot, war, terrorism, or similar event beyond that Party’s reasonable control (each a “Force Majeure Event”); provided, however, if a Force Majeure Event occurs, the affected Party shall, as soon as practicable: 
(a) notify the other Party of the Force Majeure Event and its impact on performance under this Release; and
(b) use reasonable efforts to resolve any issues resulting from the Force Majeure Event and perform its obligations hereunder.

14. NO IMPLIED WAIVER. 
The failure of either Party to insist on strict performance of any covenant or obligation under this Release, regardless of the length of time for which such failure continues, shall not be deemed a waiver of such Party's right to demand strict compliance in the future. No consent or waiver, express or implied, to or of any breach or default in the performance of any obligation under this Release shall constitute a consent or waiver to or of any other breach or default in the performance of the same or any other obligation.

15. NOTICE. 

Any payment or notice or other communication provided for herein or given hereunder to a Party hereto shall be given in person, by overnight courier, or by mail (registered or certified mail, postage prepaid, return-receipt requested) to the respective Parties as follows:

16. GOVERNING LAW. 
This Release shall be governed by the laws of the state of______________. In the event that litigation results from or arises out of this Release or the performance thereof, the Parties agree to reimburse the prevailing Party’s reasonable attorneys’ fees, court costs, and all other expenses, whether or not taxable by the court as costs, in addition to any other relief to which the prevailing Party may be entitled. 
17. COUNTERPARTS/ELECTRONIC SIGNATURES.
This Release may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original but all of which shall constitute one and the same instrument. For purposes of this Release, use of a facsimile, e-mail, or other electronic medium shall have the same force and effect as an original signature.
18. SEVERABILITY. 
Whenever possible, each provision of this Release will be interpreted in such manner as to be effective and valid under applicable law, but if any provision of this Release is held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any respect under any applicable law or rule in any jurisdiction, such invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability will not affect any other provision or any other jurisdiction, but this Release will be reformed, construed, and enforced in such jurisdiction as if such invalid, illegal, or unenforceable provisions had never been contained herein.
19. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. 
This Release, constitutes the final, complete, and exclusive agreement of the Parties with respect to the subject matter hereof, and supersedes any and all other prior and contemporaneous agreements and understandings, both written and oral, between the Parties.
20. HEADINGS. 
Headings used in this Release are provided for convenience only and shall not be used to construe meaning or intent.
