Such Work shall require a separate Agreement and payment separate from and above that specified in this Agreement.
EXPENSES:
Client agrees to reimburse Consultant for any of the following expenses necessary in completion of the Work: (e.g. Fonts, Messengers, Proofs, Props, Research, Shipping, Software, Stock photography, Travel, Telephone Consultation)
ASSIGNMENT OF WORK:
Consultant reserves the right to assign other designers or subcontractors to the Work to ensure quality and on-time completion.
RESERVATION OF RIGHTS:
All rights not expressly granted hereunder are reserved to Consultant, including but not limited to all rights in sketches, comps, or other preliminary materials.
PERMISSIONS AND RELEASES:
The Client agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Consultant against any and all claims, costs, and expenses, including attorney's fees, due to materials included in the Work at the request of the Client for which no copyright permission or previous release was requested or uses which exceed the uses allowed pursuant to a permission or release.
PUBLICATION:
The Client may publish or disclose information regarding the Work and shall acknowledge the support of Consultant in all such publications. The Client will not use the name of Consultant, in any advertising or publicity without the prior written approval from the Consultant.  The Consultant will not use the name of Client, in any advertising or publicity without the prior written approval from the Client.
TERMINATION:
Either party may terminate this Agreement by giving 30 days written notice to the other of such termination. In the event that Work is postponed or terminated at the request of the Client, Consultant shall have the right to bill pro rata for work completed through the date of that request, while reserving all rights under this Agreement. If additional payment is due, this shall be payable within thirty days of the Client's written notification to stop work. In the event of termination, the Client shall also pay any expenses incurred by Consultant and the Consultant shall own all rights to the Work. The Client shall assume responsibility for all collection of legal fees necessitated by default in payment.
The Client and Consultant are independent parties and nothing in this Agreement shall constitute either party as the employer, principal or partner of or joint venture with the other party.  Neither the Client nor Consultant has any authority to assume or create any obligation or liability, either express or implied, on behalf of the other.
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of ___________ applicable therein.
DISPUTE RESOLUTION:
Any disputes between Client and Consultant will be given to binding arbitration.  The cost of arbitration will be paid for by the losing party.

SCOPE CHANGES
The timeline is set specifically to these development scopes and the conclusion of each of the phases of the project.  If changes are required outside of the scope, time and budget, due dates are subject to change according to the need for more hours therefore more earnings for the production of changes and requirements of the designs, websites and applications within.


MAINTENTANCE AND TECHNICAL SUPPORT

The Developer agrees to provide the Client with reasonable technical support and assistance to maintain and update the Web site on the Internet during the Warranty Period of 30 Days at not cost to the Client. Such assistance shall not exceed 160 hours per calendar month. After the expiration of the Warranty Period, the Developer agrees to provide the Client with reasonable technical support and assistance to maintain and update the Web site on the Internet and annual fee of $1000 for a period of 1 year after the last day of the Warranty Period payable 30 days prior to the commencement date of each year of the Maintenance Period. Such maintenance shall include correcting any errors or any failure of the Web site to conform to the specifications. Maintenance shall not include the development of enhancements to the originally contracted project.



PROGRESS REPORTS

The Developer shall contact or meet with the Client on a mutually acceptable schedule to report all tasks completed, problems encountered, and recommended changes relating to the development and testing of the Web site. The Developer shall inform the Client promptly by telephone upon discovery of any event or problem that may delay the development of the work significantly.

DEVELOPER’S GUARANTEE FOR PROGRAM USE

The Developer guarantees to notify the Client of any licensing and or permissions required for art generating/driving programs to be used.

CLIENT MODIFICATIONS

The Client shall be responsible for making additional payments for changes in original assignment requested by the Client. However, no additional payment shall be made for changes required to conform to the original assignment description. The Client shall offer the Developer the first opportunity to make any changes.

TESTING AND ACCEPTANCE PROCEDURES

The Developer will make every good-faith effort to test all deliverables thoroughly and make all necessary corrections as a result of such testing prior to handing over the deliverables to the Client. Upon receipt of the deliverables, the Client shall either accept the deliverable or make the milestone payment set forth herein or provide the Developer with written notice of any corrections to be made and a suggested date for completion, which should be mutually acceptable to both the Developer and the Client. The Developer shall designate Haitham Hassan and the Client shall designate Kris Secor as the only designated persons who will send and accept all deliverables and receive and make all communications between the Developer and the Client. Neither party shall have any obligation to consider for approval or respond to materials submitted other than through the designated persons listed above. Each party has the right to change its designated person upon 7 day(s) notice to the other.



CONFIDENTIALITY


The  Client  and  Developer  may  disclose  confidential  information  one  to  the  other  to  facilitate  work  under  this Agreement. Such information shall be so identified in writing at the time of its transmittal, and shall be safeguarded and not disclosed  to third parties by the receiving  party. The Developer  acknowledges  and agrees that the source materials  and technical  and marketing  plans  or other  sensitive  business  information,  as specified  by the Client, including all materials containing said information, that are supplied by the Client to the Developer or developed by the Developer in the course of developing the materials, contents and/or services are to be considered confidential information.  Information shall not be considered confidential if it is already public domain or publicly know through no act of the Developer.
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DUE DATES

Developer  agrees to deliver samples  of design on dates as agreed upon in the Proposal  according  to the phase or milestone schedule. Developer will make every effort to meet agreed upon due dates. The Client should be aware that failure  to submit  required  information  or materials  may cause subsequent  delays  in the production.  Client delays could result in significant delays in delivery of finished work along with additional fees. If the Client does not supply the Developer with complete assets required by the Client within 14 days from commencement of work, a continuation fee of 10% of the total contract will be assessed each month until the assets are delivered. If assets are not delivered within 45 days of commencement  or work, the contract is cancelled and the Client shall pay 80% of the total contract cost to the Developer. The work created for the Client will remain property of the Developer.

COPYRIGHT TO THE WEB

Copyright  to  the  finished  work  of  content  produced  by  the  Developer,  is  owned  by  the  Developer.  Upon  final payment of this contract, the Client is assigned rights to use the website, design, graphics, and text contained in the finished  assembled  website.  Rights  to photos,  graphics,  source  code,  work-up  files,  and  computer  programs  are specifically not transferred to the Client, and remain the property of their respective owners. The Developer retains the right to display graphics and other web design elements as examples of work in their respective portfolios.
