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Video Objective: How to use the exercise files


Introductory Statement: 
I’ll be using a local server that comes with MAMP for this course. Members may use any environment of their choosing as long as it supports current versions of MySQL and PHP.  I’ll be using Sublime as my text editor with phpunit plugins with auto assist assertions. PHPStorm is an excellent IDE for Unit Testing with many fun and helpful features, but that is a lesson for another day.
If you are applying the concepts taught to a real-world project it is recommended that you create a proper development environment that virtually mimics your server environment. Using Vagrant with a Virtual machine that uses Puppet is a good example. If you are not familiar with these terms, I recommend reading 
https://www.andrewmunsell.com/blog/development-environments-with-vagrant-and-puppet
A development environment with MAMP generally will have major differences from live server environment, but is a good education tool as it is simple to install and supports PHPUnit.
We will cover this when we build our environment in Chapter 6.
