Assessment Checklist





The "Assessment Checklist" is designed to help you assure that each of the objectives you have defined for your interactive multimedia product is accompanied by one or more reliable and valid measures.  All too often development teams wait until a product is almost complete before "making up a test" intended to measure its outcomes.  That is generally too late.  By planning for assessment early in the design stage of your product, you will have a much greater chance of designing a program that is actually capable of achieving its objectives.

2.	Assessment is often put off until very late in the development process, but the earlier it is considered, the more likely you will be to develop reliable and valid assessments.
